☐	Class  Facilitator and learners all perform the task together.
☐	Partners/Group  Learners work with a partner or in a small group.
☐	Learner  Each individual learner performs the task on their own.
performing Scaffolding
☐	Facilitator provided the learners an outline of the task or concept they need to accomplish on paper.
☐	Learners create their own outline of how to accomplish the concept or task.
☐	Facilitator provides a rubric for how the concept or task will be assessed
☐	Learners perform the criteria while self-evaluating their progress.
☐	Continue process till tasks or concepts are complete.
